a gorge in the Gobi National Park. Yolyn Am is
famous for its spectacular scenery.

National Park; at approx 27,000sq km it is the
largest national park in Mongolia. Here we
can marvel at the scenery of Yolyn Am.

the location of Mongolia’s largest sand dunes,
also referred to as the ‘Singing Dunes’.

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DAYS 12: AUSTRALIA TO BEIJING
Fly overnight with Malaysia Airlines to Beijing
for an overnight stay. Enjoy an afternoon
rickshaw tour through the traditional Hutong
area, visit the 2008 Olympic Games site and
the copy markets.

Today we leave Naryn and travel to Kochkor
Village where we enjoy a traditional lunch in
a Ger before partaking in a ‘shyrdak’
demonstration (making of Kyrgyz wool
carpets).

DAY 7: KOCHKOR VILLAGE TO
KARAKOL
We travel to Karakol today. En route we visit
Bokonbayevo Village where we have lunch
with a local family and enjoy a demonstration
showing the practice of eagle hunting. 

DAY 8: KARAKOL
We rise early this morning to visit the
colourful Sunday animal market. We also visit
the striking Holy Trinity Orthodox Cathedral,
a Chinese mosque as well as enjoying an easy
afternoon hike in Jety-Orguz and the Valley
of Flowers.

This morning we visit the Przhevalskii
Museum before continuing to Cholpon-Ata.

Today we explore the petroglyphs of ibex,
wolves and deer etched into glacial stone
dating back to the 8th Century BC, the
Ethnographical Museum in Cholpon-Ata and
Grigoriev Gorge. We also enjoy an afternoon
cruise on Issy Kul.

We drive to Bishkek, the capital of Kyrgyzstan.
En route we visit the Burana Tower, a
monument from the 11th Century.

Too Square and the Historical Museum. 

DAY 13: BISHKEK TO TASHKENT
Today we fly to Tashkent, the capital of
Uzbekistan.

Today we visit Elliq-Qala, an impressive fort
and temple complex dating from the 4th
Century BC.

We travel to Bukhara today, Central Asia’s
most sacred city with a history spanning
more than 2,500 years.

DAY 17: BUKHARA
Today we explore the many ancient sites of
this charming city including the Ark Fortress,
Chor Minor and Kalon Minaret.

DAY 18: BUKHARA
We continue our explorations of the city of
Bukhara visiting the Labi-Hauz Plaza and the
summer residence of Emir.

DAY 22: SAMARKAND TO TASHKENT
We leave Samarkand this morning and
continue our journey as we travel to Tashkent
passing through the Tamerlane Gates 
en route.

This morning we enjoy a city tour visiting the
famous sites around Tashkent; wander
through Independence Square and visit the
Crying Mother Monument, Chorsu Bazaar,
the Amir Timur Maydoni and Broadway
Entertainment Street.

Victoria Prince
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NANJING
The southern capital of Nanjing is located on
the banks in the lower reaches of the Yangtze
River and was originally a walled town built
in the Eastern Han Dynasty (25-220AD), also
referred to as the ‘Stone City’. Eight dynasties
established their capitals in the city between
the 3rd and 14th centuries. In the 16th
Century the Sui Dynasty established its
capital in Xian and ordered the destruction of
all earlier dynastic buildings in Nanjing. The
city flourished again during the Tang Dynasty
and the founder of the Ming Dynasty, Zhu
Yuan Zhang, set up his capital here, building
palaces, temples and pagodas and enlarging
the city wall to make it the longest city wall in
the world.

WUHAN
Set on the west Jianghan Plain, Wuhan is the
biggest city in central China and the capital
of Hubei Province. Located at the confluence
of the Yangtze and Han rivers, Wuhan is
largely composed of three separate cities,
Wuchang, Hankou and Hanyang. The city was
first settled in the 1st Century during the
‘Three Kingdom’ era as part of the Wu
Kingdom. Wuhan has played an important
role in modern Chinese history, when late in
the 19th Century a far sighted official of the
Qing Dynasty orchestrated the establishment
of factories and an arsenal to begin the
industrial movement of China.

THE THREE GORGES
The Qutang Gorge, Wu Gorge and Xiling
Gorge make up the Three Gorges or ‘San Xia’.
One of nature’s most extraordinary
sculptures, these gorges are carved along the
Yangtze River from Fengjie. Qutang Gorge is
the shortest at just 8km long but also the
narrowest and most dramatic. Below Wushan
is the 40km long Wu Gorge (often referred to
as the Witches Gorge), with cliffs so sheer that
the sun barely penetrates to the river below.
Xiling Gorge is the longest and deepest
gorge with cliff walls rising to 1,219m; it is
actually comprised of seven smaller gorges
with colourful names such as ‘Horse Lungs’
and ‘Lantern Shadow’. 

THE THREE GORGES DAM
The largest water conservation project ever
undertaken by man is the dam at Sandouping,
located right in the middle of the Xiling Gorge.
The aim of the dam project is to achieve flood
control, hydroelectric generation and
improved navigation. It is now approximately
2,335m long, 186m high, 18m wide at the top
and 130m wide at the base. The higher waters
will allow vessels the opportunity to access
previously unreachable parts of the river
system, offering undiscovered sightseeing
opportunities.

YICHANG
The construction of the Gezhouba (Gezhou
Dam) at Sandouping changed this sleepy
town into a thriving metropolis. Situated at
the entrance to the Xiling Gorge, it is the
economic and cultural centre of the western
Hubei Province. Located a few kilometres to
the north of the city is the awe-inspiring
Three Travellers Cave. Here both the Tang
Dynasty and the Song Dynasty poets
inscribed their works on the cave's walls.
Yichang is the ideal starting point for the
upstream cruises on the Yangtze River.

CHONGQING
The largest commercial centre of southwest
China, Chongqing was built against a
mountain, which is where the nickname
‘Mountain City’ comes from. It is surrounded
by the river at the confluence of the Yangtze
and Jialing rivers. The city’s origins date back
to over 3,000 years and it is known to have
served as the capital of the Ba Kingdom prior
to 316BC. More recently the city served as the
wartime capital and headquarters of Chiang-
Kai Shek’s Nationalist Government during
World War II. 
Chongqing is the ideal starting point for the
downstream cruises on the Yangtze River.

FENGDU
Located on the northern bank of the Yangtze
River, 176km downstream from the city of
Chongqing is Fengdu, known as the ‘Ghost
City’. With its many temples containing
sculptures of demons and devils, it is a
popular shore excursion for travellers along
the Yangtze River. The town gained its
reputation as the ‘Ghost City’ in the Eastern
Han Dynasty when two officials from the
imperial court came to the region to practice
Taoist teachings. Their surnames Yin and
Wang, when combined sound very much like
‘King of Hell’ in Chinese therefore the local
people started calling it the ‘Ghost City’.

CLIMATE
Korea has four distinct seasons being:

Spring falls between late March and May,
and autumn falls between late
September and November; these two
seasons are the most comfortable time to
travel. The winter and summer months
are vastly opposite with the winter
months of December to early March
plummeting to below freezing
temperatures, whereas the summer
months of June to early September are
very hot and humid. The rainy season in
Korea occurs from late June to early July
and is known as the ‘changma’ season.

Below is some helpful information on public transport to assist you in
getting to and from Seoul Incheon International Airport.

LIMOUSINE BUS TRANSFERS
There are two types of buses that run from the airport to Seoul; the
City Limousine Buses, operating between 0500 - 2230hrs and the Kal
Limousine Buses, operating between 0530 - 2130hrs, both of which
take passengers to a selection of the major city hotels in Seoul. Buses
usually run every 15 minutes and take approximately 90 minutes to
reach the city centre. Limousine bus tickets cannot be pre-booked,
however tickets can be purchased from ticket booths on the first floor
at the airport.

PRIVATE CAR TRANSFERS 
This service is convenient as it offers travellers a hassle-free arrival and
a ‘meet and greet’ service. However due to the tolls and the distance of
the transfers, you may find them to be very expensive. Prices are from
$100 per person one way (based on a minimum of two passengers
travelling together).

TAXIS 
There are two types of metered taxis which operate in Seoul: the
general taxi and the more expensive black deluxe taxi. Few drivers can
speak English, but some taxis offer a free interpretation service,
whereby an interpreter talks to the passenger and the driver by phone.
